Broken-hearted and feeling 
betrayed, Hosea might have wanted to give up. 
However, he didn’t. Gomer wasn’t faithful to him, 
but Hosea remained faithful.

Through this, God wanted to show His people even 
when they were not faithful to Him, He remained 
faithful to them.

There are times when we choose to follow our own 
will and disobey His word. There are times when 
we choose to fulfill our own pleasures rather than 
pleasing God’s heart.

This was about the spiritual knowledge of God and 
His will. The knowledge that can only come by faith 
in something that God reveals. It was God-centered 
knowledge.

This knowledge can be easily gotten from the 
Bible as the Bible is God’s word. If we understand 
and acknowledge the God-centered knowledge, 
we will be fully prepared to face our life with its 
challenges. We know that we have something that 
we are holding on to that helps us to keep going 
despite the challenges, so that we will be victorious. 

Without the word of God, we will easily get lost 
in the storm of our life, becoming hopeless and 
lonely.

APRIL
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GOD’S EXPECTATION

He longs that we come 
to a deeper knowledge of Him, rather than just 
doing the weekly routine of attending the Sunday 
school. He wants His people’s hearts to long after 
Him, to put attention on Him and to desire to know 
Him more. 

Let’s fellowship with God through prayer and 
reading the Bible daily. As we spend time talking 
with God and reading His word, we’ll find ourselves 
submitting to His expectation, not because we have 
to, but because we want to do it out of our love 
for Him.
